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Any persons involved with the QSMFL are expected to conduct themselves with the highest degree of courtesy, integrity, and behavior. It is QSMFL policy to require players, coaches, and league representative involved in any QSMFL Game, Event, or Practice to maintain a sportsmanlike and educational atmosphere before, during and after all QSMFL sanctioned events.  As the person(s) responsible for disciplinary action will vary depending on the situation, this policy will be broken into practices, games, and league events.  Regardless of the situation, the following will be considered inappropriate and disruptive behavior including but not be limited to:

a) Use of profanity, racist slurs, homophobic slurs, or other insults directed at another person. 
b) Taunting/bullying by means of baiting, ridiculing, threat of physical violence or actual physical violence.
c) Deliberate, unsafe play intended to injure and/or drills that do not adhere to safe contact protocols

Practices:

Any conduct violations by players at a practice will be addressed by the Head Coach of the team, with the potential for the HC to seek advice from the League Commissioner if appropriate.  Discipline can range from a discussion with the HC up to and including removal from the team for repeated violations or significant incidents.

Any conduct violations by spectators will be documented by the Head Coach, and either addressed in the moment by the Head Coach or an incident report will be provided to the League Commissioner for repeat violations and/or significant incidents.  Please see Spectator Conduct policy for further information.

Any conduct violations by a member of the coaching staff should be reported to the League Commissioner for follow up.  The League Commissioner will determine if any action, up to and including removal of the coach, is warranted.  Should the League Commissioner determine that a coach should be removed, they will engage the Integrity Commission to review the issue and recommended action seeking their endorsement.

Games/Events:

Any conduct violations by players during games/events may be witnesses by game officials, other players, coaches from either team, or other league officials.  For this reason, there will be no one specific individual responsible for addressing conduct violation by players, instead the following should occur:

1. Violation that occur on the teams bench, that are related to the team specifically, will be addressed by the Head Coach like violations during practice
2. If a player receives an Unsportsmanlike Conduct penalty from the officials related to Section A or B above or 2 Unnecessary Roughness penalty during game play, an automatic review will be initiated by the League Commissioner in collaboration with the Head Coach.
a. A first time violation, will result in a 1 game suspension
b. A second time violation, will result in the player being suspended for the remainder of the season
3. If, during the game, an opposing coach or player identifies an opposite teams player or coach violating Section A or B above, they should email the League Commissioner providing details of the incident.  A review will be initiated by the League Commissioner in collaboration with the Head Coach(s).
a. A first time violation, will result in a 1 game suspension
b. A second time violation, will result in the player or coach being suspended for the remainder of the season
4. When reviewing game film from previous games, if any member of QSMFL identifies a player violating Section C above that was not flagged and they feel it warrants investigation, they should document the timestamp of the incident in the game film and the violation they are concerned with and send this via email to the League Commissioner.  The League Commissioner will determine any follow up steps required based on their review of the game film

 
Discipline Dispute:

Should a player, coach, or parent not agree with any disciplinary action taken by a Coach, Referees, or League Commissioner, they have the right to request an opportunity to discuss with the League Commissioner to provide any additional information that they feel was missed during the investigation.  After meeting with the League Commissioner, if they are not satisfied with the outcome of the investigation, they can request the issue be reviewed by the Integrity Commission.
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
